PSSA Domains Meet the 
Writing Process: Can a 

Marriage Made in Harrisburg 
Survive? 

The short answer to this mostly 
facetious question is yes. Actu­
ally, it's YES. Despite the PSSA 
domains' association with large 
scale assessment; despite their 
association with a timed, im­
promptu, prompt-driven writing 
sample that has no explicit writ­
ing process components; and 
despite the emphasis on written 
products created by the PSSA 
at the apparent expense of writ­
ing processes - I contend that 
the PSSA domains and the writ­
ing process are a marriage with 
great potential that may need 
just a little counseling. Here's 
why. 

(1) The PSSA Domain Scoring 
Guide provides shared lan­
guage for talking about writ­
ing across the grades and 
across the content areas. No 
longer does knowledge of 
what counts as good writing 
depend on students' ability to 
"psych out" every teacher 
they encounter. Nor does 
deciding what counts as 
good writing depend on indi­
vidual teachers' ability - or 
willingness - to read and dis­
till decades of research and 
rhetorical theory. The do­
mains do that work for them. 

(2) This shared language and 
shared understanding pro­
vided by the domains gives 
everyone - teachers, stu­
dents, parents, administra­
tors - ways to talk about what 
happens when they use the 
writing process, i.e., when 

they prewrite, draft, revise, 
and edit. Perhaps even more 
important is the fact that now 
everyone knows why they 
should prewrite, draft, revise, 
and edit. What was once a 
process most often referred 
to only in terms of itself is 
now a process that can be 
understood in terms of itself 
and in terms of its purpose -
to help students become 
better writers. 

(3) In addition, the recursive­
ness of the writing process 
becomes more apparent and 
more important when con­
sidered in light of the do­
mains. Each domain actually 
provides reasons to use writ­
ing process strategies seem­
ingly out of order. For ex­
ample, why prewrite after 
producing a first draft? Per­
haps to discover a clearer 

so on is only a result of our left­
right orientation to text. Writers 
- whether teachers or students 
or Stephen King - don't come up 
with a point then move on to con­
tent without ever looking back. 
They don't discover all their con­
tent at once then move on to or­
ganization without ever reconsid­
ering their ideas. Sometimes 
they write several drafts before 
they're sure of exactly what 
they're trying to say. Sometimes 
they have to completely reorga­
nize information when a new 
idea presents itself. 

So in what order do you teach 
the domains? Not from left to 
right. Not randomly. Not in any 
particular order at all. You teach 
the domains as they apply to the 
writing process. In other words. 
to return to my opening meta­
phor, you marry the two.
