V. FREE ELECTIVES

Take enough free electives to complete
120 credits (minimum 9 credit hours).
College preparatory courses (e.g.,
MATQO00, ENGQ20) do NOT count
towards graduation. The actual number
of free electives required will vary
depending upon (among other things)
the number of courses the student must
take to complete the foreign language
requirement.

VI. WRITING EMPHASIS (W)

Three writing emphasis courses are
required. These courses may
simultaneously satisfy another
requirement. Transfer students entering
with 40-70 credits need only two of
these courses; those entering with more
than 70 credits need only one.
At least one course MUST be at the 300-
400 level (upper-division).
